God Reverses the SunΩs Shadow 
2 Kings 20:1-11; Isaiah 38:1-8 
 
TodayΩs Bible story happened before Jesus was born.  It is recorded in 
the Old Testament Book of Isaiah.  The story is about a king named 
Hezekiah.  King Hezekiah loved God and wanted the people of his 
country to worship only the true God.  As a ruler, he tried to get rid of 
idols in his kingdom.  King Hezekiah looked to god for help.  When other 
people attacked his country, King Hezekiah prayed to God. 
 
TodayΩs story begins when Hezekiah was very sick.  Isaiah was GodΩs 
prophet at this time.  GodΩs prophet spoke GodΩs Word.  God gave 
Isaiah a message for the King.  Isaiah told King Hezekiah to get ready 
because he would soon die.  King Hezekiah was very sad to hear IsaiahΩs 
news.  He cried and prayed.  He asked God to remember him and let 
him live. 
 
Once again, the Word of God came to Isaiah.  Then Isaiah came to King 
Hezekiah with good news.  Isaiah said that god had heard King 
HezekiahΩs prayer and would grand him fifteen more years to live.  He 
also said that God would deliver the city from the threat of their enemy 
ς the Assyrian army.  As a sign that He would keep His promise, God did 
something unusual.  He moved the sunΩs shadow back on a special set 
of stairs that were used for telling time. 
 
God heard HezekiahΩs prayer and kept His promise to extend HezekiahΩs 
life and deliver the Israelites.
